NOAC is Coming!!! 
 
NOAC 2002 (National Order of the Arrow Conference 
2002) is a year away.  This fun and exciting conference is 
held every other year on a college campus.  Next years 
conference will be at Indiana University in Bloomington 
Indiana. The conference will run from July 27 through 
August 1.  Conference highlights are competitions in 
ceremony, American Indian Dance and Drum, sports, 
training in lodge operations, leadership, American Indian 
Crafts, and fellowship galore. 
  
Arrowmen that attend stay in dormitories and eat in 
campus cafeterias.  Occoneechee Lodge charters busses 
for the 2-day trip.  An overnight stop along the way usually 
will feature some entertainment.  Past trips have included 
stops at the National Scout Museum in Murray, Kentucky 
and visits to mining museums.   Cost for the Conference 
has been around $250.  We have received no confirmation 
of that cost either.  There is usually a contingent fee to 
cover the cost of the bus, lodging on the way up and back, 
and required memorabilia.  Last year this fee was $75.00.  
 
In 2000 Occoneechee had the largest contingent in the 
nation with 99 participants and staff.  Our soccer team 
placed 2nd behind fellow Section 7b members from Lodge 
70.  David Cranford (Kiowa), who danced in the 
traditional American Indian style, performed in the Indian 
theme show. Our ceremony teams received awards for 
their performances.  To top the week off Occoneechee 
Lodge was one of only 12 lodges in the nation to receive 
the first Spirit Award for participation. 
 
Jim Cummings (Tsungani) has agreed to be our 
Contingent Advisor for 2002.  And Calvin Terry Jr. 
,(Niganit)has agreed to be the acting Contingent Leader.  
Walter Redding (Natisihi) will be our Health and Safety 
Advisor for the trip. We started accepting registration 
deposits at Spring Inductions.  Please remember that there 
must be 2 youth participants for every adult that attends. 
So if you’re an adult sign up two youth!  We are uncertain 
if National OA will place limitations on the number of 
participants

SR-7B OA  
Trail Crew Award... 
 
  
 All youth and adult arrowmen are eligible to earn the 
SR-7B OA Trail Crew Award.  The requirement is a 
minimum of 100 man-hours of trail service on North 
Carolina trails.  Acceptable trail service includes flagging, 
construction or maintenance on a NC Trail.  Hours done 
on BSA property will NOT count as trail service.  Also, 
written documentation with locations, dates and required 
signatures are due to Occoneechee Lodge 104 three weeks 
prior to conclave.  There is no limitation to the number of 
times the award can be earned by any individual.  In return 
for your service you will be awarded an OA Trail Crew 
backpatch chenille.  To fun this project, a limited edition 
of 100 fund raising chenilles are being sold for $50.00 
each.  The simple but symbolic design will be a great way 
to show you support for the SR-7B Trail Crew Program. 
The six cains at the top of the chenille represent the six 
lodges within SR-7B and how we are "weld tightly every 
link."  The fund raising chenille will be slightly different 
from the chenille that will be given as the award, once 
they're gone, they're gone!
