If you are out of uniform and are asked if you are a
Brother or a candidate, please do not be offended it is the
only way we can tell. To avoid this it is an easy task to
wear the uniform, after al it is an OA event!!!

Lodge Building Report

Over 6 years ago the Lodge did a study as to what features
our members wanted in a Lodge Building.

Recognitions/Awards

recognitions available to Occoneechee Arrowmen.

The SR-7B Trall Crew Award was created by
Occoneechee Lodge 104 to assist the trails in the state of
North Carolina, and introduce our Arrowmen to outdoor
clubs across the state. A minimum of 100 hours of trail
service will earn you a back-patch chenille by giving
cheerful service to what we dl love — a good hiking
trail.

Requirementsfor the award:

1. Youth and Adult Arrowmen are eligible.

The award applies to the trails of North Carolina
only.

3. A minimum of 100 man-hours of trail service
must be performed. Written documentation with
locations, dates and signatures are required and
due to Occoneechee Lodge #104 three weeks
prior to Conclave.

4. “Tral Service® is defined as flagging,
construction or maintenance on a North Carolina
trail.

5. Hours done on BSA propety will NOT be
counted astrail service.

There is no limitation to the number of times the award can be
earned (e.g. If Johnny Scout does 300 hours of service he can
apply for three awards).
